Such acts cannot and must not be 

normalized or ignored.  

We urgently call on:  

• The Government of Nepal is to immediately cease all violence, ensure medical 

treatment and protection for the injured, and guarantee the fundamental rights and 

freedoms of its citizens.  

• National and international human rights institutions to launch an immediate, 

independent investigation into these atrocities and hold those responsible fully 

accountable.  

• Youth movements, civil society organizations, and people across Asia to stand in 

unwavering solidarity with the youth of Nepal in their struggle for justice and dignity.  

This tragedy is not confined to Nepal alone. It is a stark reminder of the threats faced by young 

people who dare to challenge injustice, systemic corruption across the Asia region.  

We stand with the youths of Nepal. Their fight is our fight - a fight for democracy, for human 

rights, and for the dignity of all peoples.
